ORDINANCES 
Second Reading
#07-1345 Amend Chapter 16B Signs of the Borough of Dumont Code
Mr. Paster explained that the goal of this ordinance is to control the number of signs that are placed all over town.  Companies and realtors are required to obtain an annual permit before they put up their signs in Dumont.  Permits are not required for political signs.  However, these can not be put up prior to thirty days before an election and there are stipulations as to where these political signs can be placed.  
#07-1346 Amend Salary Ordinance Ranges

#07-1347 Amend Chapter 22 of the Dumont Code-Temporary Storage Containers
 Mr. Paster explained that a permit is required to place a temporary storage container on their property for thirty days and that this permit can be extended up to two additional thirty day periods with the approval of the Construction Code official.  The ordinance has stipulations as to where the containers can be placed and what can be stored inside.  There is no “grandfathering” applied in this ordinance.
#07-1348 Amend Fee for Traffic Control for Outside Contractors

This ordinance increases the fee for outside contractors to pay for police traffic control.

Administrator’s Report

Mr. Perkins stated that there is a minor change concerning the salary resolution-#07-264. The administrative assistant’s salary has been changed and will be voted upon tonight accordingly.
Memorial Park project is almost completed.  The residents he spoke to at the park requested low impact lighting.
Councilman McQuade is looking into a fitness trail in the park.  He will find out about having it donated.


The Borough is due to receive $76,000 from FEMA for the dedicated storm.

Effective November 1st, evaluations will be done by all department heads.

We have applied for the reconstruction of Howard Street from the DOT.

Engineer’s Report


Mr. Carrino looked at the TVing of the sewers on McKinley, Dixon and Roosevelt.  There is a collapse in one of the sewers.  

Mr. Perkins explained that $290,000 of this project is from a combined Community Development Grant from 2005, 2006 and 2007 and therefore, the project should be started as soon as possible.
