Presentation by Amanda Wilson: Englewood Hospital’s Community Outreach Program.  Englewood Hospital would like to get more involved in the community of Dumont.  
Phyllis Brown, a representative of Englewood Hospital, explained that they have an Ambassador program.  They would like to see what they can do to help the town-for example they will conduct health fairs, health screenings, speak to teens.  They have sponsored several towns’ teams.  The Nets organization provides tickets.  They would possibly be able to provide exercise stations for Memorial Park, which Councilman McQuade has been researching.
Administrator’s Report

Mr. Perkins spoke of mortgage foreclosure problems and how to help the residents of Dumont.

We have entered into an agreement with Riverside Co-op

PSE&G is trimming trees in the Borough of Dumont

There is an issue regarding the temporary fence at Columbia Field.  Recreation will be asked for their recommendation.
CSX won’t give easements to extend parking.  They will, however, do a town wide drill for Emergency Management.  The Mayor and Councilman McQuade asked that a fence be put up along delineating their property line.  A dedication of Arbor Way is planned and they do not want to encounter problems once trees are planted.

It was the consensus of the Governing Body that Mr. Perkins follow up on a free scoreboard for the Babe Ruth Field.

There will be a meeting with the Chamber of Commerce to address certain issues.
Community Development application for Veteran’s Plaza has been submitted.

The Elks Club sent a letter outlining resolutions to the complaints they have received in the past.
Attorney’s Report
Omnipoint Communications has challenged the Zoning Board’s denial of its application to construct a cell tower.  Mr. Paster is planning on submitting an amendment to the cell tower ordinance.

Mr. Paster reviewed the Balanced Housing Application for senior housing program prepared by Don Lubin of Domus.  He recommends the application be submitted.  There has been discussion with the necessary parties to acquire property rights necessary to improve the Washington/New Milford/Virginia intersection.

Mr. Paster reviewed and commented on the Shade Tree Commission rules and regulations ordinance.

The Bergenfield Youth Curfew ordinance and the state statute were reviewed.  He stated that the Borough code does prohibit loitering, with specific reference to youths under 18 years of age.

Eric Bernstein, Esq. is the Borough’s labor counsel.  He explained that the Ethics Board of Dumont reviewed other codes and adopted a Code of Ethics, which will be sent for approval to the Local Finance Board.  They were concerned that if certain items they felt strongly about were put in their Code, it would not be approved by the Local Finance Board.  The Ethics Board would like the Mayor and Council to create Chapter 7B, an amendment to Chapter 7, in order to address their concerns of nepotism and professional hiring.  Lengthy discussion ensued.
